These include Bralille
stencil ,textbooks, tactile diagrams,games for basic
learnings, screen-reading software, and audio-based
learning materials like NVDA (Non Visual Desktop
Access). Such tools allow visually impaired students to
grasp complex subjects like mathematics, science, and
language with greater ease. The program also
encourages interactive learning, by enabling students to
engage in classroom activities independently.

Apart from benefiting students, this program also
empowers educators by providing them with specialized
training in using effective laws for the protection of

people with visual impairments. Mr.Murali and
Mr.Rajamani actively conducted interactive session to
train teacher trainees in inclusive teaching

methodologies. This initiative not only promotes self-
reliance among the teacher trainees but also fosters a
more inclusive academic environment where all students,
regardless of their abilities, can thrive.

By integrating blind teaching
aids and products into the curriculum, the program
ensures that visually impaired students receive the
same quality of education as their sighted peers.
